Minnesota’s child support enforcement program continues to do an exceptional job of getting support to chil-
dren in the new millennium. The work of state and county child support agencies, along with our community
partners, helps children receive financial and emotional support from both parents. This 2000 Performance
Report details what was achieved in the past fiscal year. Some of our key accomplishments include:

Record collections. Our outstanding record of collecting and distributing child support payments continued
in 2000, while our caseload leveled off. Annual collections reached almost half a billion dollars — totaling
more than $491.5 million — an increase of 11 percent, or nearly $49 million, from state fiscal year 1999.
As families continue to transition from welfare to work, nonpublic assistance cases now make up 74 per-
cent of the state’s caseload.

A national leader. Minnesota continues to rank first in the nation in the average support collected annually
per case, collecting $1,978, an increase of $508 from 1999.

New partners. We continue to expand our partnerships with nonprofit and community organizations to focus
on family needs. Nearly 500 participants attended the three-day Minnesota Family Ties Summit to explore
ways to link child support with other services for families and children. In August, the state was recognized
with a program awareness award from the National Child Support Enforcement Association for its many
outreach and collaboration activities, including new videos and publications.

Technological advances. Our use of technology to provide child support services advanced in many ways.
Minnesota became one of the first states to use the Child Support Enforcement Network, or CSENet, a
system that allows secure electronic exchange of case information among state child support agencies. The
automated tax intercept systems were enhanced to include sales tax rebates in the Revenue Recapture
Program.

Legal developments. The legal process to establish and enforce child support orders continued to evolve
as well. Counties began using an expedited process to establish and modify child support orders. The
Guidelines Review Advisory Task Force, with representatives of county child support offices, advocates,
county attorneys, private attorneys, legal services and others, reviewed the current guidelines and helped to
develop a proposed new model for calculating child support.

These are just a few highlights of our fiscal year 2000 efforts to help children receive the support they need.
